C. New Business


1.  Nursery Report 

Kathy Roark reported on nursery child care.  Lisa Williford, nursery care provider, asked for a wage increase.  John Leech recommended a written contract be created for the paid position.  John will investigate a suitable salary for this position and arrange a contract.  John will then contact Paula with his recommendations of a salary and contract options. The hours for child care are 9:00 a.m.  to 11:30 a.m. every Sunday.  Kathy is establishing a job description for volunteer nursery workers. Due to the number of children in the nursery, Paula is creating a list of volunteers from the congregation to assist in child care as needed.  CE members decided to decrease the amount teen-agers are paid for their child care services.  This amount will be eliminated as soon as contract options and salary are arranged for Lisa Williford and a reliable list of volunteers established.     


2. Christian Education Conference Report

Lina Hampson notified all those involved with Sunday School of the Northwest Christian Educators Conference (NWCEC)  hosted by Overlake Christian Church on March 23-25.  Five people expressed an interest in attending.  By February 27,  registration will be sent in as a group. CE has $200.00 available to reduce the registration fee. Lina will divide this amount between those who attend.   At this conference, Lina and Paula will be “scrutinizing” curriculum for the 2006/2007 sessions.      


3.  Curriculum Concerns

Melodee Helms, current teacher of the pre-school children, suggests a different pre-school curriculum than what is currently used.  Paula will ask Melodee Helms to attend the next CE Board meeting in March and share her curriculum recommendations as well as her vision for VBS.  Lina will order the David C.Cook curriculum for all the classes except the pre-school, by end of February.  


4. Adult Sunday School Report

Joe reported there are 6-12 people attending each adult class.  Lina brought to Joe’s attention that several adults expressed a concern about class format.  Joe will consider their concerns when arranging future adult classes.   .  


5.  Youth Group Report 

People are assisting Jeremy with the large number of kids during youth group.  PTL!!!


Other Discussion


1.  The fellowship hall will be transformed during the worship service into a “Parents and Babies” area.  A monitor will be set up so that parents can watch and listen to the service while attending to the needs of their babies.   PTL the system is paid for and will be installed soon!!!


2.  Paula suggested a wireless numbering system for the sanctuary to notify parents if they are needed in the nursery.  John is investigating a hand held monitor and the cost difference between it and the numbering system.  John will report his findings to Paula.  


3.  Paula proposed that the worship service regularly include children and she also expressed a need for the congregation to remain connected.  One good way to remain connected is by the Annual Sunday School Picnic and future “educational church experiences!!”    


4.  Paula will be researching possible options for Awana.  She will report her findings at the next meeting.  


5. CE determined that the 4th of July parade and Christmas Pageant are outside CE’s realm.  CE individual members will happily support these endeavors; however it was felt that these activities fall under Mission Outreach.  Paula will voice CE’s concerns to the Board.
